The Company has underwritten the risks covered by this policy and determined the premium charged in reliance
upon the State law affecting interests in real property and the State law applicable to the interpretation, rights,
remedies, or enforcement of policies of title insurance of the State where the Land is located.

The State law of the State where the Land is located, or to the extent it controls, federal law, will determine the
validity of claims against the Title and the interpretation and enforcement of the terms of this policy, without regard
to conflicts of law principles to determine the applicable law.

b. Choice of Forum
Any litigation or other proceeding brought by the Insured against the Company must be filed only in a State or
federal court having jurisdiction.

Any notice of claim and any other notice or statement in writing required to be given to the Company under this policy

CLASS ACTION

ALL CLAIMS AND DISPUTES ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THIS POLICY, INCLUDING ANY SERVICE OR

OTHER MATTER IN CONNECTION WITH ISSUING THIS POLICY, ANY BREACH OF A POLICY PROVISION, OR

ANY OTHER CLAIM OR DISPUTE ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THE TRANSACTION GIVING RISE TO

THIS POLICY, MUST BE BROUGHT IN AN INDIVIDUAL CAPACITY. NO PARTY MAY SERVE AS PLAINTIFF,

CLASS MEMBER, OR PARTICIPANT IN ANY CLASS, REPRESENTATIVE, OR PRIVATE ATTORNEY GENERAL

PROCEEDING.

ARBITRATION

a. All claims and disputes arising out of or relating to this policy, including any service or other matter in connection
with issuing this policy, any breach of a policy provision, or any other claim or dispute arising out of or relating to
the transaction giving rise to this policy, may be resolved by arbitration. If the Amount of Insurance is $2,000,000
or less, any claim or dispute may be submitted to binding arbitration at the election of either the Company or the
Insured. If the Amount of Insurance is greater than $2,000,000, any claim or dispute may be submitted to binding
arbitration only when agreed to by both the Company and the Insured. Arbitration must be conducted pursuant to
the Title Insurance Arbitration Rules of the American Land Title Association (“ALTA Rules”). The ALTA Rules are
available online at www.alta.org/arbitration. The ALTA Rules incorporate, as appropriate to a particular dispute,
the Consumer Arbitration Rules and Commercial Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration Association (*AAA
Rules”). The AAA Rules are available online at www.adr.org.

b. ALL CLAIMS AND DISPUTES MUST BE BROUGHT IN AN INDIVIDUAL CAPACITY. NO PARTY MAY SERVE
AS PLAINTIFF, CLASS MEMBER, OR PARTICIPANT IN ANY CLASS, REPRESENTATIVE, OR PRIVATE
ATTORNEY GENERAL PROCEEDING IN ANY ARBITRATION GOVERNED BY CONDITION 19. The arbitrator
does not have authority to conduct any class action arbitration, private attorney general arbitration, or arbitration
involving joint or consolidated claims under any circumstance.

c. If there is a final judicial determination that a request for particular relief cannot be arbitrated in accordance with
this Condition 19, then only that request for particular relief may be brought in court. All other requests for relief
remain subject to this Condition 19.

d. The Company will pay all AAA filing, administration, and arbitrator fees of the consumer when the arbitration
seeks relief of $100,000 or less. Other fees][Fees] will be allocated in accordance with the applicable AAA Rules.
The results of arbitration will be binding upon the parties. The arbitrator may consider, but is not bound by, rulings
in prior arbitrations involving different parties. The arbitrator is bound by rulings in prior arbitrations involving the
same parties to the extent required by law. The arbitrator must issue a written decision sufficient to explain the
findings and conclusions on which the award is based. Judgment upon the award rendered by the arbitrator may
be entered in any State or federal court having jurisdiction.

Escrow Agent and the Parties acknowledge and agree as follows:

Escrow Agent's Role

Subject to the terms of this Agreement, Escrow Agent agrees to act as an escrow agent in closing the
Transaction. Escrow Agent is not the agent of any single Party to the Transaction. Escrow Agent
agrees to prepare documents, secure the execution of documents, record documents, disburse
funds, and otherwise close the Transaction in accordance with the joint directions of the Parties.
Escrow Agent has no other duties or obligations. In particular, Escrow Agent does not give, has not
given, and has no duty to give legal or other advice to the Parties

Parties' Role

The Parties authorize Escrow Agent to close the Transaction, record documents, disburse funds, and
otherwise act in accordance with the written settlement statement and any written directions or
agreements given to Escrow Agent by the Parties or their representatives. The Parties agree that
Escrow Agent is entitled to act on the direction of the realtor, attorney or other person who has dealt
with Escrow Agent on behalf of them in the Transaction. If any Party wishes to limit the authority of
those who have dealt on their behalf with Escrow Agent, any such limitation must be contained in a
writing that is delivered to Escrow Agent. The Parties agree that they have not requested or do not
seek legal or other advice from Escrow Agent, and that they have had an opportunity to obtain such
advice from persons other than those affiliated with Escrow Agent.

Closing Documents

The Parties have been given an opportunity to review all documents at closing and to seek
independent advice or counsel concerning those documents, if desired. The Parties agree that the
only representations of Escrow Agent upon which they are entitled to rely or act are those that are in
writing and executed by Escrow Agent, and that the parties are not entitled to act or rely on conflicting
written terms or directions given to Escrow Agent prior to closing. The Parties' execution and delivery
of documents at closing shall, as between Escrow Agent and the parties, constitute the Parties'
agreements and directions to Escrow Agent whether or not Escrow Agent is a party to the documents.
The terms of this paragraph shall not affect the Parties' rights between themselves

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4, Deposit of Funds and Disbhursements

Escrow Agent shall place all funds received in escrow into a federally insured depository account
specifically designated as a trust account. Any funds deposited in an amount that exceeds $250,000
may not qualify for FDIC insurance. Escrow Agent may maintain a general trust account and
individual trust accounts for specific escrows, subject to any specific terms and conditions of any
written agreement between Buyer, Seller, and Escrow Agent. Absent specific written direction from
both Seller and Buyer, Escrow Agent shall, as agent for Buyer and Seller, determine the identity of the
depository institution. Escrow Agent shall not be responsible for any loss of funds occurring as a
result of failure of the institution in which the funds have been deposited, so long as Escrow Agent
complies with the foregoing provisions relating to the type of depository institutions and accounts to
be used. Earnings on funds held in Escrow Agent's escrow trust account shall be owned and
periodically disbursed to Escrow Agent as additional consideration for services actually performed by
Escrow Agent. Funds may be paid from trust accounts only in accordance with the terms and
conditions of Buyer's and Seller's instructions to Escrow Agent, which include the terms and
conditions of this Agreement. If funds remain in escrow on the date which is 180 days after close of
escrow (or in the event escrow has not closed within 180 days after the estimated closing date) an
annual dormancy fee of $100.00 shall accrue for each year or fraction of a year thereafter that the
funds, or any portion thereof, remain in escrow. Escrow Agent is authorized and instructed to deduct
the annual dormancy fee directly from the funds remaining in escrow on an annual basis. By signing
below, the Parties acknowledge and agree to pay these sums to compensate Escrow Agent for the
administration, monitoring, accounting, reminders, and other notifications and processing of the
dormant funds in accordance with this provision. In the event that Escrow Agent initiates or is joined
as a party to any litigation relating to this escrow, Buyer and Seller jointly and severally agree to pay
all costs, expenses, and attorney's fees from the funds deposited by the Party or Parties with Escrow
Agent.

5. Disclosure of Possible Benefits to Escrow Agent
As a result of Escrow Agent maintaining its general escrow accounts with the depositories, Escrow
Agent may receive certain financial benefits such as an array of bank services, accommodations,
loans or other business transactions from the depositories (“collateral benefits"). All collateral
benefits shall accrue to the sole benefit of Escrow Agent, and Escrow Agent shall have no obligation
to account to the Parties for the value of any such collateral benefits.

6. Miscellaneous Fees

The settlement statements may prescribe that certain release or reconveyance processing fees are
payable to Escrow Agent. These fees are payable to Escrow Agent to compensate it for facilitating
and arranging for the reconveyance or release of the encumbrance in question and are payable in the
amounts indicated irrespective of whether additional reconveyance fees or charges may have been
paid or are payable to any other party and irrespective of any limitation on reconveyance or release
fees that may be prescribed. Escrow Agent may incur certain additional costs on behalf of the Parties
for services performed by third party providers, including recording. The fees charged by Escrow
Agent for such services may include a mark-up over the direct cost of such services to reflect the
averaging of direct, administrative, and overhead charges of Escrow Agent for such services.

7. Prorations and Adjustments
The term "close of escrow" means the date on which documents are recorded. All prorations and/or
adjustments shall be made as of the close of escrow based on a 365-day year, unless otherwise

instructed in writing.

8. Contingency Periods
Escrow Agent shall not be responsible for monitoring contingency time periods between the parties,
The parties shall execute such documents as may be requested by Escrow Agent to confirm the
status of any such periods,

Reports
As an accommodation, Escrow Agent may agree to transmit orders for inspection, termite, disclosure,

and other reports if requested, in writing or orally, by the parties or their agents. Escrow Agent shall
deliver copies of any such reports as directed. Escrow Agent is not responsible for reviewing such
reports or advising the parties of the contents of such reports.

Commitment for Title Insurance; Recordation of Documents

Buyer hereby acknowledges receipt of a copy of, and an opportunity to review, the Commitment for
Title Insurance (the "Commitment") obtained through Escrow Agent in contemplation of the
Transaction, and authorizes the title insurer to issue the policy of title insurance contemplated
thereby. Buyer and Seller affirm that the legal description appearing in the Commitment is
satisfactory, and authorize Escrow Agent to record documents delivered through escrow which
contain said legal description and are necessary or proper for the issuance of the requested title
insurance policy(ies).

Personal Property Taxes
No examination, UCC search, insurance as to personal property and/or the payment of personal
property taxes is required in connection with the Transaction unless otherwise instructed in writing.

Real Property Taxes

The undersigned Buyer and Seller do hereby understand and agree that the proration for general
property taxes as provided in the above referenced closing statements, was calculated by utilizing the
following:

Accordingly, the Buyer and Seller do hereby hold Escrow Agent free and harmless from any liability
or damages caused by an inaccurate proration for general property taxes assessed for the current
year.

Utilities and Water Rights

Escrow Agent shall not be responsible for the transfer of utilities. Notwithstanding any provision to the
contrary contained in the contract of sale, Escrow Agent shall not be responsible for the transfer of
water rights or shares unless specifically instructed by the Parties. Any such transfer of water rights
or shares is facilitated solely as a courtesy, and no assurances are made as to the ownership and/or
status of any such rights or shares. It is the responsibility of the Buyer/Seller to ensure the correct
transfer of any water rights or shares.

Cancellation of Escrow

Any Party desiring to cancel this escrow shall deliver written notice of cancellation to Escrow Agent. If
a written objection is received by Escrow Agent, Escrow Agent is authorized, at its option, to hold all
funds and documents in escrow (subject to the funds held fee) and to take no action until otherwise
directed by either the Parties' mutual written instructions or a final order of a court of competent
jurisdiction. If no action is taken on this escrow within 6 months after the closing date specified in the
closing instructions, Escrow Agent's obligation shall, at its option, terminate. Upon termination of this
escrow, the Parties shall pay all fees, charges, and reimbursements due to Escrow Agent, and all
documents and remaining funds held in escrow shall be returned to the parties depositing the same.

Conflicting Instructions and Disputes

If Escrow Agent becomes aware of any conflicting demands or claims concerning this escrow,
Escrow Agent shall have the right to discontinue all further acts on Escrow Agent's part until the
conflict is resolved to Escrow Agent's satisfaction. Escrow Agent has the right at its option to file an
action in interpleader requiring the Parties to litigate their claims/rights. If such action is filed, the
Parties jointly and severally agree (a) to pay Escrow Agent's reasonable attorney's fees, and (b) that
Escrow Agent is fully released and discharged from all further obligations under the escrow. If an
action is brought or a dispute arises between the Parties related to this escrow and/or Escrow Agent,
the Parties agree to indemnify and hold the Escrow Agent harmless against liabilities, damages, and
costs incurred by Escrow Agent (including reasonable attorney's fees and costs). Escrow Agent shall
be entitled to use the escrow funds to pay any fees and costs it incurs related to the action or dispute.

Usury
Escrow Agent is not to be concerned with usury as to any loans or encumbrances in this escrow and is

hereby released of any responsibility and/or liability therefore.

Insurance Policies

In all matters relating to insurance, Escrow Agent may assume that each policy is in force and that the
necessary premium has been paid. Escrow Agent is not responsible for obtaining fire, hazard or
liability insurance, unless Escrow Agent has received specific written instructions to obtain such
insurance prior to close of escrow from the Parties or their respective lenders.

Copies of Documents; Authorization to Release

Escrow Agent is authorized to rely upon copies of documents, which include facsimile, electronic,
NCR, or photocopies as if they were an originally-executed document. If requested by Escrow Agent,
the originals of such documents shall be delivered to Escrow Agent. Escrow Agent may withhold
documents and/or funds due to the Party until such originals are delivered. Documents to be recorded
must contain original signatures. Escrow Agent may furnish copies of any and all documents to the
lender(s), real estate broker(s), attorney(s), and/or accountant(s) involved in the transaction upon their
request.

Tax Reporting, Withholding, and Disclosure
The Parties are advised to seek independent advice concerning the tax consequences of the
Transaction, including but not limited to, their withholding, reporting, and disclosure obligations.
Escrow Agent does not provide tax or legal advice, and the Parties agree to hold Escrow Agent
harmless from any loss or damage that the Parties may incur as a result of their failure to comply with
federal and/or state tax laws. WITHHOLDING OBLIGATIONS ARE THE EXCLUSIVE OBLIGATIONS
OF THE PARTIES. ESCROW AGENT IS NOT RESPONSIBLE TO PEFORM THESE OBLIGATIONS
UNLESS ESCROW AGENT AGREES TO IN WRITING.
A. Taxpavyer Identification Number Reporting
Federal law requires Escrow Agent to report Seller's social security number andfor tax
identification number, forwarding address, and the gross sales price to the Internal Revenue
Service (the "IRS"). Escrow cannot be closed nor any documents recorded until the
information is provided and Seller certifies its accuracy to Escrow Agent.

B. Federal Withholding and Reporting
Certain federal reporting and withholding requirements exist for real estate transactions where
the seller (transferor) is a non-resident alien, a non-domestic corporation or partnership, or a
domestic corporation or partnership controlled by non-residents or non-resident corporations
or partnerships. The Parties acknowledge and agree to such reporting and withholding
requirements in connection with the Transaction.

C. Taxpayer |dentification Disclosure

Parties to a residential real estate transaction involving seller-provided financing are required
to furnish, disclose, and include taxpayer identification numbers in their tax returns. Escrow
Agent is not required to transmit the taxpayer identification numbers of the Parties to the IRS.
Escrow Agent is authorized to release any Party's taxpayer identification number to any other
party upon receipt of a written request. The Parties waive all rights of confidentiality regarding
their taxpayer identification numbers and agree to hold Escrow Agent harmless against any
fees, costs, or judgments incurred and/or awarded because of the release of taxpayer
identification numbers.

Title Insurance

Pursuant to Paragraph 6.2 of the Real Estate Purchase Contract between the Parties, Seller shall pay
for and cause to be issued in favor of Buyer an ALTA residential homeowner's policy of title insurance.
Other policies and types of coverage may be available upon request.

Privacy Policy
Buyer and Seller hereby acknowledge receipt of a copy of the Privacy Policy of Escrow Agent.

Settlement Statements

Any material changes to a settlement statement made after the final closing documents are executed
must be authorized or acknowledged by date and signature on each page of the settlement statement
by one or more persons affected by the change before the disbursement of funds. Escrow Agent may
make any non-material change to a settlement statement or any change that directly benefits Buyer or
Seller, without the signature of the Buyer or Seller. The undersigned agree, if required by Escrow
Agent, to cooperate in adjusting for clerical errors and/or further documentation, which may be deemed
necessary to comply with any term in the purchase contract or lender instructions governing the
Transaction.
